Descriptive, Inferential, Predictive and
Casual analysis of accidents should be
done as per SCC guidelines.

The findings of the accidents analysis
should be shared and discussed with all
concerned departments.

State shall form a scheme for
scientifically investigating the accidents
as per Section 135 of Motor Vehicle Act,
1989.

NOTED. However the Lead Agency
should ensure that these directions are
being followed in the State by the
relevant Stakeholders.

State shall ensure procurement of
enforcement equipment as per
MHA/BPRD norms.

NOTED

State shall ensure to deploy traffic
police personal as per MHA/BPRD norms.

NOTED. The State Government is
directed to confirm whether the
deployment of Traffic Police personnel
in the State is as per MHA/BPRD norms.

State shall ensure to have AMC for all
traffic police equipment before expiry of
the Warranty to ensure smooth
functioning.

NOTED.

State shall ensure to implement
ANPR/CCTV based E Challans and
functioning of Commandant-Control-
Centres in all cities.

NOTED. The State Government is
directed to provide present status in
respect of ANPR cameras/ CCTV based
E Challans and functioning of
Commandant-Control-Centres in
remaining cities. A time line may be
set up and inform SCCoRS accordingly.

State shall ensure the command-and-
control Centre for CCTV/ANPR to be
functional and the footage be monitored
continuously for issuing E challans to the
Traffic violators.

The State Government is directed to
provide present status in respect of
ANPR cameras/ CCTV based E Challans
and functioning of Commandant-
Control-Centres in Haridwar, US Nagar
and Nanital. A time line may be set up
and SCCoRS be informed accordingly.

Traffic Rule Violations - Helmet, Seat
Belt and Usage of Mobile Phone

Helmet use rule should be enforced to
ensure the compliance of helmets by
both rivers and pillion riders. Mechanism
to verity the chin clip is fastened
properly be developed.

SCCoRS observes that the increase in
road accidents, fatalities & Injured
in the State was 19.15% 27% and
47.85% respectively in the year 2022
over the previous year of 2021, which
is a matter of concern. SCCoRS,
therefore, directs the  State
Government to clarify the reasons for
the increase in road accident
fatalities.

It shows that the measures taken
did not have a visible impact on
accidents/fatality reduction, due to
traffic enforcement strategies
adopted by the State. SCCoRS,
therefore, directs the State
Government to assess the factors
due to which these are not yielding
results in reduction in fatalities.
The State Government is also
directed to devise enforcement
strategies based on the cause of
road accident data especially road
fatalities to get the desired results.
A report on this point may be
furnished to the Committee.

31 The SCCoRS directs that the above observations be complied with by the State and
other Stake holder Departments/Agencies by 15" October, 2023. The State Lead Agency
should coordinate, collect, collate the information and submit a concise consolidated,
comprehensive compliance report (segregated in respect of each Road/Owning Agency in
the State including NHAI) to the Committee by 31" October, 2023, positively.
